RESEARCH MAGAZINE PAGE
Follow the research plan in order to create a magazine entry, which includes 3 paragraphs (& pictures) of 3 of the following (or others if you find them).  You can do 1 paragraph on 3 different topics, or 3 paragraphs on 1 topic.
1. SELECT your 3 “topics” (or 1) to inquire about. Title 3 different pieces of paper with each topic (to help organize/sort your information.
2. RESEARCH. Use the internet, videos, textbooks and other non-fiction sources to collect important information about your topic(s). You are allowed to copy information at this point…just make sure you write down your sources! Using JUST ONE SOURCE is NOT GOOD, however using TOO MANY sources is also NOT GOOD. Use a small variety of significant sources.

3. ROUGH COPY. Learn your information, then select 5 to 10 IMPORTANT WORDS or phrases and list them. Organize these words into the order in which you will write about them in. Then, without looking back at your information, try to write out a paragraph about your topic (1 topic at a time).  

4. REVISE your paragraphs. Once your rough paragraph is done, look back to see if you missed something (specific details), to see if you added something “un-important”,  to see if your details flow nicely, and to see if you used some information incorrectly. 

5. EDIT your paragraphs. This means grammar, punctuation, and spelling.

6. PRODUCE a good copy “magazine” page using Publisher/Photoshop.

ABC BOOK
Create an ABC book about the topic you are assigned (Flight, Solar System, Electricity, or Diversity of Living Things).  Your ABC book can be a “paper” book, or it can be a “digital” book (PowerPoint, Photo Story, etc…).  You can work in pairs, or in a group of three.

Plan your book first. Write out your word for each letter and its definition or description on looseleaf before beginning your good copy.

1. In an ABC book you need to make 1 page for each letter of the alphabet. 

2. On each page you need to identify at least 1 thing (that begins with that letter) that pertains to the topic at hand.

3. You need to define/describe each “thing” (for each letter) and include a drawing, collage or photograph for each.

BILL NYE TYPE VIDEO
As a group you must prepare a video that is a minimum of 5 minutes in the form of a Bill Nye Video. In order to create a successful video, please follow the suggestions below:

1. Choose a PROJECT MANAGER. The project manager is responsible for keeping the group moving, and assigning tasks. They are responsible for making/keeping  a list of who is doing what (jobs) and when they are to be done (deadlines).

2. BRAINSTORM a list of ideas for video sections (song, did you know that, experiments, interviews, information section, in the news, skit, etc…).

3. NARROW down your IDEAS. Pick out the best sections and start planning them in greater detail. You want a diverse mix of segments (not too many)…keep in mind the show is meant to entertain and inform!

4. ASSIGN TASKS to everyone in the group. You will need segment writers, actors, prop/set/costume designers, filmers, directors, editors. The Project Manager needs to document who’s doing what, and when it needs to be done by. One person doesn’t need to film everything (you can have different filmers for each video segment).

5. START CREATING. Don’t start filming until everything has been planned out, and is ready to go. Use engaging voices, and camera angles to emphasize important details (don’t film a segment in 1 shot). Produce/edit your video. Make sure to include titles, transitions, and music where it’s appropriate.
